and Venereology, On examination, there was a well-defined, hyperpigmented plaque with a cerebriform surface and

stuck on appearance, extending from the external auditory meatus to the helix of the right ear
[Figure 1]. The plastic surgeons did an excision biopsy, which showed hyperkeratosis, keratotic
plugging, massive irregular acanthosis, and horn cysts in the epidermis, diagnostic of seborrheic

malignancy. There was no recurrence after excision.
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
